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Summary: In the world epistemology is very shaky. The only absolute truth anymore is that “truth
is relative,” (except of course, that “truth”). But everything from the Word of God is firm, solid, and
dependable. Our faith is not based upon subjectivity or myths, but upon time and space factual
events, which were faithfully recorded by apostolic witnesses and prophetic witnesses. As we

examine these witnesses, knowing for sure enables us to grow strong in the knowledge and love of
the Lord Jesus Christ.
